NOTE: In the case where you are likely to finish your 
portfolio before you have graduated from DUT / UJ, you 
need to make sure that the completion of the portfolio is 

no more than 6 months before you graduate.

In the case where you graduate before your portfolio is 
complete, you need to make sure that your portfolio is 

completed within 6 months of graduation. 

If you fail to meet either of the above criteria, a 
competency exam will be enforced when you try and 

register as a Chiropractor. 

Intern registration number remains the same 
but a new registration certificate is issued and 

fee as per fee schedule published on the 
AHPCSA website from time to time and DUT / 

UJ will notify the AHPCSA of your 
requirements being complete.
